INSTALLATION NOTES:

 Review all parts and quantities to confirm if all
necessary parts are available.

«Prior to making any modifications to the extrusion.
Bend the extrusion (with lens) around the desired curve.
Surface radius must be at least 12",

1.1 Place the the extrusion (with the lens installed) onto the curved
surface. Gently start to force the extrusion to bend along the
curved surface so that the extrusions starts to mold into the shape of
the surface.

1.2 Mark the surface of where the extrusion laid, to later install onto that
same location.

1.3 Repeat step 1.1 if bending additional extrusion.

CAUTION: Use proper safety equipment when making
any modification to parts.

2.1 If necessary, extrusion and lens can be cut on-site, using the proper
equipment that cuts aluminum. Carefully cut to the desired length
followed by cleaning off any material left after the cut.

2.2 Remove the lens from inside the extrusion, followed by cleaning the
inside of the extrusion from any debris.

INSTALLATION NOTES:

* Mounting clips are needed 1” from each end of the
extrusion followed by one on center. If the extrusion
is over 60" install mountings clips every 30"

3.1 Align the mounting clips to the mark locations on the surface and
secure using the appropriate hardware.

3.2 Snap extrusion into the mounting clips to secure in place.

«LED tapelight can only be cut at specific points. It is
essential to dryfit LED tapelight prior to installing.

LED tapelight

4.1 If shortening LED tapelight, cut along the cut marks that are
labeled in between the solder pads using utility shears.

4.2 Remove the red adhesive backing from the LED tapelight, then
carefully apply the LED tapelight to the inside of the extrusion.

* Make sure not to cut the side of the tapelight with
lead wires.

5.1 Carefully snap the lens into the top of the extrusion. Then, slide
the endcaps into the extrusion to secure.

Do not
pull excessively on the power feed wires which can
rip from the LED tapelight.
